This is a step-by-step approach to measuring a stage for replacement curtains.  Follow this outline, answer these questions, give these measurements, and we can provide you with a quotation for and a shipment of curtains for exactly what is needed.

FRONT CURTAIN VALANCE:   Material is to be:

SHAPED VALANCES:  some valances are cut to fit inside curved proscenium openings, or into slanted openings, or into peaked openings.  We can make valances to fit these opening.  If an order is placed, a paper pattern is required for curved valances, and detailed measurements are needed for slanted or peaked openings.  For quoting purposes, however, rough measurements are sufficient.  Show below the SHAPE required for a special valance, and give the WIDTH at the bottom of the valance, the HEIGHT at the lowest point, the HEIGHT at the highest point, plus any other dimensions or information you think might be helpful

To measure for a front curtain to be installed on an existing track:

The track is usually in two separate pieces, overlapping in the middle.  Measure ONE of these pieces of track, from one end of the piece to the other end of the same piece.  This means you are measuring for one-half the curtain.

SKY DROPS OR SCENERY CURTAINS:

Sky Drops are used to represent the sky, and are always a light sky blue 
in color.    Scenery curtains are either a plain backdrop or could be in grey. black, white or natural.  These drops have no fullness (no pleats).  They can hang from carriers in a track, or be tied to a pipe.  You need to measure the existing curtain if possible.

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SCRIM CURTAIN:

This is a curtain that looks something like mosquito 



netting.  Usually there is only one of these on well-equipped stages.  This

curtain is always in one piece, flat (no pleats) and there are no seams in

the curtain.  It may hang from a track or from a pipe.  You should measure

the existing curtain if possible.

BORDERS (also known as sky borders, or sometimes teasers, or 

sometimes valances.

ACCESSORIES:

CURTAIN COVERS:  these are covers that protect curtains when they are

stacked for storage at the end of the track.  Used most often for front 

curtains, sky drops and scrims.  The covers are wrap-around style, made 

of heavy vinyl covered polyester, held together with Velcro-brand tape,

and with a batten at each end to keep them upright.  The standard size is

8’0” high, with width made according to the curtain to be protected.

HEADERS:  These are small curtains that match the side or back curtains.  
They are used to fill in the space above stage flats and properties.  This 

space occurs when curtains are pulled aside in order to set a door or

window flat in between the curtains.  The HEADER curtain is attached to

the track or pipe above the flat.  Single headers are 4’0 wide and double

headers are 6’0 wide.  Their height is from the track or pipe to 6’6” from

the floor.

REPLACEMENT HARDWARE:

You may need to order replacement carriers, or new floor tension pulleys,

or new cord.  We must know the kind of track existing in order to send the

correct parts.  Look at page 8  showing full size end sections of the 

most 
commonly used tracks to identify what kind of track is existing, and list needed parts below:
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Section “A” is model #280 track
Section “B” is #170 track , if rope operated, or #173 walk-draw track
Section “C” is #140 track if roped, or #142 if walk-draw.  Can be curved.
Section “D” is #132 walk-draw track.  Can be curved
* The asterisk indicates the EYE OF THE CARRIER, from which to measure.
